Copenhagen  Puppet Festival 2009

Puppet theatre is not for kids …

Copenhagen Puppet Festival takes off for the second time on March 19th 2009, and runs until March 29th. As something completely new it will be aimed solely at adults. 
The festival which is held every other year will present a series of experimental artists from home and abroad. Amongst them Blind Summit from England, who have created a lot of interest in Britain in recent years because of the way they mix puppet theatre with traditional theatre, and even opera.
“If puppetry is ever the new rock ’n’ roll, these animators could very well be the frontrunners”. Time Out.

At Copenhagen Puppet Festival ´09 they will perform “Low Life, where five down-and-outs give an impression of the world seen from puppet height. Meet, amongst others, a flirtatious diva who drinks to forget and the puppet Kevin who thinks his wife is a dog. Blind Summit Theatre find their inspiration in Japanese Bunraku Theatre. They are typically three puppeteers per puppet, and are known for their close interplay between puppet and puppeteer.

The festival will take place around Vesterbro Kulturhus, Lyrskovgade 4/Enghavevej 42, Copenhagen V. All the performances are premieres in DK.
As well as performances the festival offers seminars, workshops, a laboratory with students of puppetry from England and Poland, and a night scene in Basement, Enghavevej 42. Here, after dark, you can enjoy cabaret and way-out puppet and animation films with chain saws, zombies and torn-off limbs – and much more non child-friendly puppet theatre.
