                          Countdown to puppet extravaganza!
At this year´s festival find out why puppet theatre has reached cult status in many European cities.  Grab the chance to see subtle stories told with absurd humour and touching mental images.

Puppet theatre for adults is storming ahead as an art form. As a barrier-breaking medium and art form, puppetry is being used in everything from theatre to performance, dance, new circus, video and opera. It is an art form that uses simple effects and big feelings in familiar, absurd or curious frameworks – with humour added.

From March 19th – 29th Vesterbro Culture House will be transformed into a puppet Mecca. In the first week of the festival you can see amongst others Blind Summit Theatre with their performance Low Life. Five characters in a British bar give an insight into daily life seen from puppet height, and delve into the complicated relationship between puppets and puppeteers.

Parallel with this performance you can go on a pleasurable Tour de Chambres, where the public is led through Vesterbro Culture House in small groups, seeing three different performances on the way. All tell their stories with simple effects: Hands, shadows, objects and projections.

The performances are as follows:

· Hands Full – Le Grand Manipule (F)

· Basta – Théâtre d’Ombre (F)

· Concerto Cosmique – Théâtre d’Ombre (F)
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In Fly Vincent de Rooij uses everyday objects, multimedia, live music and himself.
