The second week of Copenhagen Puppet Festival opens with a new and broader programme. According to Politiken the festival has taken an important step “in manifesting puppet theatre as an important factor in the renewal of the performing arts.” Seize the opportunity to discover why.

Edith Andersen hates crosswords, small dogs and the home help who comes every Thursday. She curses the fact that she has outlived all her friends and that the biscuits are on the top shelf where she cannot reach them. Wrinkles do not come from nowhere, and in the performance Edit(h, March 25th – 28th, you can find out where Edith´s come from. The performance is created by Stugu/Romme Productions, a new Nordic/Dutch installation.

On the same dates you can see the installation  Blessed are those who wait … on Enghave Plads, where six puppets comment on the people around them, and generously dole out the wisdom of a lifetime.

You can also find the French troupe Scopitone & Cie in four caravans on Enghave Plads. With the help of portable gramophones, mutilated Barbie dolls and cola cans they tell classic fairy tales in a way you are unlikely to have experienced  before. From March 26th to 29th they will tell their quirky stories on what must be the smallest stages in Copenhagen.

You can also meet students and teachers of puppet theatre from England, Germany and Poland at the education seminar on Wednesday March 25th at 20.00.  Later in the evening two third-year students from Berlin will perform amongst other things an up-tempo parody of the 90´s film Speed.  Polish and English students will also perform on the festival´s  exciting Night Stage from March 26th to 28th. The seminar and the Night Stage are free and open to everyone.
